PRESENTATION – NINE ELEMENT WATERSHED MANAGEMENT PLANS 
Mark Morris, Keuka Lake Association Vice President distributed and 
reviewed a handout from the New York State Department of 
Environmental Conservation providing an overview of the Nine 
Element (9E) Plan (attached).  Resolution #121-18 provided support 
to develop a comprehensive watershed plan to include both Keuka and 
Seneca Lakes.  Funding is available from the N.Y.S. Department of 
State for 75% of the plan’s cost; with a 25% local match.  The 
Keuka Lake Association and the Keuka Watershed Improvement 
Cooperative are working with the Seneca Watershed Intermunicipal 
Organization, the Seneca Lake Pure Waters Association and the 
Finger Lakes Institute to apply for funding.  The 9E Plan will 
provide the tools needed to make strategic and sustained progress 
in improving water quality.

Drive, appealing the Planning Board’s ruling on the private road 
serving his property.  Supervisor Killen requested Mr. 
Licciardello provide the Town Board with enlarged copies of the 
deed reference attached to Attorney Knauf’s September 17, 2018 
letter that alleges Mr. Licciardello owns the triangular piece 
of land where the Road enters the right-of-way of East Bluff 
Drive.  Thus the Road does not encroach on the neighbor’s 
property and he should not have to relocate the mouth of his 
existing driveway.

Recipients are eligible for 50% of 
the cost up to a maximum of $10,000. 

• The Legislature supported the Centralized Arraignment Plan (CAP) 
to be implemented about October 1, 2018. 

• September is Hunger Action Month.  Food banks serve 
approximately 1,250 residents monthly. 

• WIC recipients will now be utilizing an EBT card. 
• County Administrator candidates are being interviewed.
